Suzuki SC100

Introduced to the UK back in 1979, the Suzuki
SC100 (aka the ‘Whizzkid’) was Suzuki’s first
attempt at selling a passenger car via their
newly created ‘four-wheeled’ network.

Tipping the scales at a mere 650kg and
boasting nearly 50bhp out of its one litre
engine, performance was spirited and fuel
economy good. Being rear engined and rear
wheel drive it was fun to drive too.

With its sporty looks (nearly 30 years ago
remember!) funky design and £2400 list price
which was considered a bargain, demand
soon outstretched supply. Just under 5000
were sold before it was replaced by the
considerably less interesting Suzuki Alto.

With the Fiat X1/9 as its target, Toyota
launched their own small mid-engined
sports car in 1984. And it was all good!
Called the MR2 (Mid-engined, Runabout,
2 seater) it looked great, had divine
handling and a bullet-proof high-revving
twin cam 1600cc engine. It was hugely
successful and soon wiped the floor with
the dated Fiat, which looked good but was
as robust as tissue paper in a monsoon.

The MR2 had a minor update in August
1986 and Japan was even given a
supercharged model with an extra 25bhp!
(A number have been imported into the
UK). It was finally replaced with an all new
Mk2 version in 1990.

There is a strong following of the Mk1 with
a number of owners clubs available to join.

Amusing fact: In France it was called the
‘Coupe MR’ as ‘MR2’ would be pronounced
as M-air-deux, which when spoken quickly
has a somewhat less than savoury meaning
in French!!

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Honda NSX

The NSX was Honda's attempt to capitalise
on its 1980s Formula One success as an
engine supplier to Williams and McLaren.
Launched in 1990 having been partly
developed by the legendary F1 star Ayrton
Senna, the NSX should have been a worthy
rival to Ferrari. The 3.0 & later 3.2 V6 VTEC
engines were masterpieces, and although
on paper looked to be short on outright
power, they were still capable of propelling
the NSX to around 170mph.

Unfortunately for Honda, buyers were less
convinced and were not keen on shelling-
out £60k on a Honda. It just didn’t have the
same Kudos as a Porsche or Ferrari!

Total Worldwide sales were just 18,000
during its lengthy 15 years production,
and towards the end it looked increasingly
old fashioned.

“The Supercar that could be used every
day”” had had its day and was killed off in
2005 with no replacement.

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Fuel filter ADK82327 has just applications within the Blue Print catalogue, fitting the Suzuki
Swift, Suzuki SX4, Fiat Sedici and Vauxhall Corsa/Combo.

HOWEVER, this filter fits many vehicles that do not feature in the Blue Print catalogue due to their
non-Japanese/Korean origin.

So why does it fit so many vehicles you may ask? And why buy it from Blue Print?

The 1.3 & 1.9 JTD Multijet engines were designed and built under an alliance between Fiat and GM. The Suzuki SX4
has the 1.9 JTD engine and we had the Blue Print fuel filter manufactured to the OE specification for this application.

After extensively researching this particular filter and all of its GM based applications, we now know that our ADK82327
is the equivalent to Fiat OE numbers 77363600 & 77362340, and Vauxhall OE number 93181377, which have the
following applications.

With this fuel filter not widely available elsewhere in the aftermarket, you may well be losing sales
opportunities to the dealer, and we don’t like to see that happen!!
